The Canadian Dairy Commission (CDC) is reaching out to provincial milk boards to send them the
producer information the CDC needs to complete the 2nd round of the Canada United States Mexico
Agreement (CUSMA) compensation package which will be delivered as follows:

1.$300 M for fiscal year 2023 -2024 - Completed

2.$250 M for fiscal year 2024 - 2025 - Current year

3.$250 M for fiscal year 2025 - 2026

4.$150 M for fiscal year 2026 - 2027

5.$150 M fiscal year for 2027 - 2028

6.$100 M fiscal year for 2028 - 2029
Canadian dairy producers who held daily quota at August 31, 2024 will qualify for their share of the
compensation in proportion to their daily quota compared to the national daily quota.
The CDC asked provincial boards to submit the producer information by October 16 so that the CDC
can validate it, create, print and mail letters to each producer about this round’s application process
which will be similar to those of prior years.
Producers will have until March 31, 2025 to submit their application using the information in the letter
they receive from the CDC.

NATURAL PRODUCTS ACT
REGULATIONS

Plans for construction, extension,
alteration, installation or replacement

50(1) Plans for the construction,
extension or alteration of a dairy farm,
including a dairy barn, milking parlour or
milk house, shall be submitted to the
Commission or an inspector for
approval before the work is undertaken.

50(2) Plans for the installation or
replacement of a farm bulk tank shall be
submitted to the Commission or an
inspector for approval before the work
is undertaken.

Bulk milk graders are trained and
licensed to grade milk. They only reject
milk according to regulations. Once
rejected a producer is required to
dispose of that milk and correct the
problem that contributed to the
rejection and clean their tank before
adding their next milking.

Producer are welcome to reach out to
the public safety inspectors for
assistance in determining the causes for
the rejections.

MILK PENALTY FUNDING

Pro-active funding: Producers advised
of second or subsequent milk quality
infraction, prior to a penalty assessed, is
allowed to offset, once per year, cost of
a visit from milk quality technicianto a
maximum of $1000. Producers may
apply for funding by forwarding paid
invoices to DFNB office.
